Religion in European politics;
how many divisions?
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The conference draws on the international research project “Religion at the European
Parliament”. The purpose is to investigate the beliefs of the members of the European
Parliament (MEPs) and what they do with these beliefs. Research questions include:
Are European elites more secularized than everyday EU citizens? What effects does
religion have on the political socialisation of MEPs (cross-party structures, religious
lobbies) and, conversely, what is the EP’s influence on religion? How do religion,
coalition- and decision-making interact at the European level?
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
