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Application Guideline for

Post-Doctoral Fellow (Academic Year 2026)
Graduate School of Global Studies, Sophia University
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The Graduate School of Global Studies (GSGS) invites applications for the position of post-doctoral fellow for the
academic year 2026 (from April 1, 2026 to March 31, 2027).
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A PD is expected to conduct high-level research leading to a future career as a researchers and scholar, as well
as to assist educational activities in the GSGS.
(1) Advancing research projects and improving research skills:
+ to present research results in the PD & RA seminar at the end of the academic year,

to submit original research papers to GSGS journal AGLOS and other academic journals,
to apply for GSGS workshop/symposium at least once during the year of appointment,
to apply for external research funds at least once during the year of appointment,

(2) Assisting GSGS educational activities:
to assist with preparation and to participate in conferences, symposia, workshops, Faculty
Development activities, and other events organized by the GSGS.
to assist activities and projects organized by the graduate programs in the GSGS.
(3) Assisting in proctoring examinations
(including undergraduate regular examinations, undergraduate and graduate entrance examinations)
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Open call for current and former graduate students of GSGS who meet application requirements (see #3).

3. IGEEEM - BR  Application Requirements / Qualifications
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As of April 1, 2026, those who meet all of the following requirements.
(1) Those who have earned a Ph.D. degree or have been enrolled in a doctoral program related to Global
Studies for at least three years prior to the start of the PD Fellow and have left the program after completing
all requirements and earning all required credits,
(2) Those who are promising researchers in an academic field related to the research conducted in the
GSGS,
(3) Those who have no full-time employment, including other research positions, at the time of
commencement of the PD Fellow,
(4) Those who does not hold and is not selected for the “Research Fellowship for Young Scientists” from
the Japan Society for the Promotion of Science (JSPS).
(5) Atthe time of application, the total period of service at Sophia University as a PD fellow must be two
years or less.

4. 4 A% Number of positions available
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(1) Employment is scheduled to begin on April 1, 2026.
(2) The contract will be renewed annually and, in principle, may be extended for up to two years (One year
for those who have already served for two years as a PD at Sophia University.)
* PDs are required to report to the University President (via the Dean of the GSGS) on the progress of their

research when renewing the fellowship.

6. %5 Working Hours
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Working hours shall be limited to 8 hours per day and 30 hours per week.

7. 5B I OZEDOMDSEH Compensation and Other Terms
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(1) Base monthly salary: JPY 260,000 per month for 30 hours of work per week.

(2) Bonus: a bonus equivalent to one-month BMW will be paid twice a year, in June and in December.

(3) Commuting expenses: paid according to the rules of the Sophia School Corporation

(4) Research allowance; 170,000 yen.

(5) Conference travel allowance: 100,000 yen (plus an extra 50,000 yen for overseas trips) annually.

(6) Grant-in-aid for Scientific Research: PDs are eligible to apply for research funds awarded by MEXT

(Ministry of Education).

(7) Ifyou have special circumstances and want to hold a concurrent job, such as being a TA/part-time lecturer

at our university or another university, you must follow the guidelines for concurrent employment set by the

university and need to obtain prior permission.
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Submit the application form by email to the GSGS no later than 23:59 (JST) on Sunday, October 19, 2025.
The application form must include a curriculum vitae, a list of research achievements, a statement of aspirations
after appointment, and a description of the applicant’s research topic and methodology. The application form

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Following the selection by the Graduate School of Global Studies Committee, the notification of acceptance or
rejection will be issued in November 2025.
